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DEZINTERES PENTRU SCAUNELE DE LA SAPARD


Functia de director la agentia SAPARD nu mai prezinta interes, dupa ce banii alocati de Uniunea Europeana au fost distribuiti.


Ramasa fara director general luna trecuta, Agentia nu mai este interesanta, la concursul organizat saptamina trecuta nu s-a inscris nimeni pentru ocuparea acestui post. Ministerul Agriculturii a organizat concurs pe 2 august, dar nu a avut nici un concurent pentru postul de sef al Agentiei de Plati pentru Dezvoltare Rurala si Pescuit.


„Nu s-a inscris nici o persoana dornica sa ocupe functia de director general. Din aceasta cauza sintem nevoiti sa reluam procedeul de depunere a dosarelor. Asteptam solicitarea celor de la Agentie si, in termen de maximum 15 zile, vom organiza un nou concurs. Pina atunci, conducerea este asigurata in continuare de directorul general adjunct, Dan Gherghelas“, a precizat Sorin Chelmu, secretar general in Ministerul Agriculturii. Dupa ce a fost demis Samoila Szabo de la conducerea Agentiei, numele vehiculat ca fiind urmatorul director general era cel al altui ungur: Nagy Istvan. Avind in vedere ca, potrivit intelegerii din Coalitie, acest post a fost acordat UDMR, se asteapta inscrierea la concurs a unui reprezentant al acestei formatiuni politice.

Al treilea director general adjunct

Chiar daca functia de director general nu este atractiva, cea de director general adjunct suscita ceva interes. Astfel, o data cu organizarea concursului pentru ocuparea postului de sef al Agentiei, a fost scos la concurs si un post de adjunct. Aceasta dupa ce, prin schimbarea organigramei Agentiei, a mai fost infiintat un post, al treilea, de director general adjunct. Acesta va conduce noul Departament de Comunicare organizationala si va fi „un fel de secretar general al Agentiei“. La concurs s-au inscris doua persoane: Mihaela Luca, membru al Delegatiei Comisiei Europene in Romania, si Mircea Năstase, conferentiar doctor la ASE. „Numai unul dintre concurenti a indeplinit toate conditiile cerute de lege, astfel incit doar Mircea Năstase a participat la concurs. El va ocupa acum postul de director general adjunct“, a mai spus Chelmu.

SUBVENŢII PENTRU TOT SATUL


De anul viitor, in mediul rural, numai cine nu va dori nu va primi bani de la UE. De la cultivatorii de griu pina la crescatorii de miei, toti agricultorii pot beneficia de fonduri.

Numai in 2007 un miliard de euro vor fi alocati agriculturii si dezvoltarii rurale. Vor fi fonduri pentru toti producatorii agricoli, daca indeplinesc anumite conditii minime. Toate culturile agricole sint eligibile pentru subventii, dar bani de la UE vor veni si pentru cei care impaduresc terenuri sau muncesc pamintul in zone de munte.


De la cei care cultiva de la griu, porumb, sfecla de zahar, vita-de-vie si pina la cei care planteaza tutun sau hamei, toti vor putea beneficia de fonduri europene. Conditia este ca taranii sa lucreze cel putin un hectar de pamint pentru a putea sa solicite bani de la Uniunea Europeana. In plus, platile directe vor fi acordate numai celor care muncesc suprafete formate din parcele de cel putin 0,3 hectare. Trebuie mentionat ca peste 60% dintre fermierii romani detin sub 5 hectare de teren, dar vestea buna este ca banii nu sint destinati proprietarilor de pamint, ci celor care il muncesc.


„Nu trebuie sa fie proprietari, este suficient sa administreze terenul pentru a fi eligibili“, a precizat Nicolae Sterghiu, directorul general al Agentiei de Plati si Interventie pentru Agricultura.


Sectoarele cu cote in avantaj


Pentru taranii care muncesc pamintul sau cresc animale vor veni de anul viitor de la UE nu mai putin de 440 de milioane de euro care le vor fi acordati drept subventii pe hectar sau pe cap de animal. „Acesti bani vor fi impartiti in functie de suprafata de pamint muncita efectiv. Avind in vedere ca pina acum au fost inregistrate in Registrul Fermelor 9,2 milioane de hectare eligibile, se poate spune ca pentru fiecare hectar se vor acorda in medie 50 de euro“, a spus Nicolae Sterghiu. Sumele vor fi diferite in functie de fiecare cultura, dar acestea nu au fost inca stabilite de autoritati. Oricum, foarte mare atentie este acordata sectoarelor care beneficiaza de cote. Zaharul este unul dintre produsele de interes, astfel incit sfecla va fi la mare pret, pentru ca Romania sa nu piarda cota obtinuta (109.164 de tone de sfecla de zahar, 329.636 de tone de zahar pentru procesare si 9.981 de tone izoglucoza).


In cadrul negocierilor cu UE, oficialii romani au obtinut si o cantitate maxim garantata de tutun brut de 12.312 tone pentru aplicarea sistemului de prime, cote de productie si ajutor acordat grupurilor de producatori. A fost negociata o suprafata maxim garantata de 1.645 de hectare care poate fi cultivata cu nuci si care va fi eligibila pentru plati directe de la 1 ianuarie 2007.


Vacile de lapte, primele pe lista

Foarte importante vor fi fondurile acordate crescatorilor de animale. Astfel, vor beneficia de bani in primul rind fermierii care au vaci de lapte. Sumele ce le vor fi alocate vor trebui stabilite in aceasta toamna in functie de numarul celor care au livrat lapte in anul de referinta (aprilie 2005-martie 2006). Pentru ca banii primiti de la UE sa aiba eficienta este de preferat ca beneficiarul sa detina cel putin cinci vaci. „O activitate optima poate avea fermierul cu peste 20 de vaci, iar pentru cel cu peste 100 este chiar profitabila. Din pacate, doar 130 de ferme din Romania au intre 100 si 500 de vaci“, a spus Valeriu Steriu, presedintele Asociatiei Patronale a Laptelui.


Tara noastra a negociat la incheierea capitolului „Agricultura“ o cota de 3.057.000 de litri. Din 2007 vor fi acordate prime de abatorizare sau export pentru bovine, o prima speciala pentru vacile care alapteaza, una pentru bovine masculi pentru ingrasare, dar o prima va ajunge si la producatorii de miei.

CABINET MEMBERS DON’T WORRY ABOUT TOMORROW

Updated wealth statements of the Tariceanu Cabinet members reflect prosperity and substantial financial gains.

While some of the Government members focused on investments in the real estate market, increasing the number of properties, others have become active stock exchange players, with inherited assets still in fashion and substantially increasing their incomes, reads a story published by Adevarul daily recently. According to the said source, Minister of National Defence Teodor Atanasiu had approx. EUR 20,000 in bank accounts and an annual income of EUR 37,800 in May 2005. Within a year, EUR 100,000 were transferred to his accounts, and annual incomes rose by RON 10,000. While last year the Minister’s wife reported annual incomes of RON 10,000, this year her income tripled to RON 30,000.

Interior Minister Vasile Blaga also has impressive wealth. According to his wealth statement, he has USD 50,000, EUR 27,000 and approx. RON 2,500,000 in his bank accounts. Adding to these are the stocks held in various companies, investments in the capital market, the two automobiles - a BMW and a Freelander - and a Honda motorcycle.

Cabinet members have a soft spot for jewels and art collections, Adevarul claims. Thus, Minister for Integration Anca Boagiu has an impressive art collection worth approx. EUR 20,000 and jewels worth EUR 15,000, but also tableware, pots and icons, estimated at EUR 7,000. Minister of Economy and Commerce Codrut Seres is the proud owner of six oil paintings, eight wood, silver and glass icons, and 200 grams of gold, totalling some EUR 18,000, but also owns two luxury watches worth over EUR 4,000. Transport Minister Radu Berceanu’s wife has jewellery worth EUR 10,000, and Teodor Atanasiu mentions in his wealth statement “various jewels worth EUR 20,000.”

Of the 23 members of the Tariceanu Government three (Mihai Voicu, Eugen Nicolaescu and Bogdan Pascu) don’t have a personal automobile, while two (Sebastian Vladescu and Vasile Blaga) take pride in their motorcycles. While most members of the Cabinet own last generation automobiles, there are also exceptions, such as Gheorghe Barbu, Anca Boagiu, Emil Hardau or Adrian Iorgulescu, who preferred domestic brands. Under the “motor jewels” heading, topping the charts are Radu Berceanu with Toyota Rav 4 and Volvo XC90, Codrut Seres with Volvo S40, but also Monica Macovei with a Suzuki Wagon and a Tico.

Berceanu, second in wealth standings

After Premier Tariceanu, the richest Cabinet member seems to be the new Transport chief, Radu Berceanu, according to the aforesaid source. The latter, besides the two apartments he owns in Romania, has another luxury apartment in Spain (68 sq.m.). The sale of one parcel of land that he owns in the Capital would bring Minister Berceanu EUR 1,300,000. The Minister is also a major shareholder in AVI SRL, producer, among others, of kayaks, canoes, skiffs, motorboats or sailboats. The poorest politicians, according to their wealth statements, include Health Minister Eugen Nicolaescu and Minister of Environment Sulfina Barbu. Nicolaescu claims he only lives on his salaries and only owns a two-room flat in Bucharest. Sulfina Barbu has EUR 6,000 in bank accounts, obtained from the sale of an automobile, and … EUR 7,380 in debts to Raiffeisen Bank. (Dana Alexandrescu)

PD WANTS A LAW TO SANCTION MAGISTRATES

The Democrats made recommendations to Minister of Justice, who joined Tariceanu’s cabinet at their proposal. 

PD reasserted yesterday its support for the Minister of Justice Monica Macovei and for the measures that she has to take with a view to curtailing the duration of the civil and criminal lawsuits and strengthening the responsibility of the magistrates in the act of justice. But, the PD president Emil Boc requested Minister Macovei to work out a law for the sanctioning of the magistrates who make mistakes in bad faith or by negligence. Strengthening the responsibilities of the magistrates for the act of justice means that “apart from observing the independence or the immovability of the magistrates, we must find the solution in order that those who go wrong pay similarly to any other person”, estimated Boc. Thus, it is necessary to have a law deriving from art. 52 of Constitution, which stipulates that “the state is accountable patrimonially for the prejudice caused through the judiciary mistakes”. 

In the opinion of the PD leader, the fact that the state pays for the mistakes does not eliminate the responsibility of the magistrates that have exerted their office in bad faith or through bad negligence. “The magistrates are independent towards the political factor, but are not independent towards the law”, stressed Boc.

He mentioned that he requested the Minister of Justice to speed the procedures for the elaboration of a draft law that would regulate this situation, the project having to be ready this autumn, in order to be discussed by Parliament. 

The PD leader also stressed the need to reduce the duration of the lawsuits which involve differences in terms of public acquisitions, and in which the public authorities are involved. He noted that these lawsuits are usually very long, and can even conduct to the blockage of the activity of a public institution.

Boc added that Minister Macovei has had so far “a very good performance”, and expressed his hope that the measures that have to be taken in order to shorten the lawsuits and render the magistrates accountable will materialize this year in legislative acts, the Minister of Justice receiving “all the political support” of PD during their enactment. DEFENCE MINISTER INSISTS ON ROMANIAN TROOPS WITHDRAWING FROM IRAQ

Atanasiu holds Romania cannot afford both maintaining troops abroad and upgrading its weaponry.

The Minister of National Defence, Teodor Atanasiu, while in Arad yesterday, said this September he would brief the Supreme Defence Council of Romania (CSAT) on the country’s affordability to meet international commitments in war theatres given the army budget.

Atanasiu holds that MoD does not have the funds needed to both upgrade its technical equipment and maintain Romanian troops in fighting missions according to international agreements to which Romania committed itself. Atanasiu did not rule out that unless army budget is increased, Romanian troops might withdraw from Iraq.

“I have proposed spending cuts by withdrawing troops from Iraq. The MoD budget for 2007 was proposed to account for 1.7 per cent GDP, or 6.6. bln RON. This is all too small compared to the 2.38 pc GDP until now. With such budget, we either send troops in international theatres of operations, or purchase planes, change the caliber of some of the weapons, or buy modern armoured carriers. If we extend our stay in Iraq, we risk being the only troops, along with the Iraqi army, over there. The budget we need to stick to our commitments should be of 6.69 pc GDP,” Teodor Atanasiu said.

The Defence minister said that no decision being reached at the last CSAT session over the withdrawal of Romanian troops from Iraq was due to excessive pressure and incomplete information from President Traian Basescu. “I believe that talks were too emotional at the last session, the pressure was quite high. President Traian Basescu did not have all the data of the matter at hand. Therefore, we will return in September with a new material up for debate at the session and I believe that the decision will be to withdraw. Maybe not at the time I proposed but surely at a date linked to January 1, 2007,” Atanasiu said. (Ana Cosma)

CNSAS FINAL DECISION: VOICULESCU INVOLVED IN POLITICAL POLICING

All eyes were set on the National Council for Securitate Archive Investigation yesterday, when verdicts were announced concerning the collaboration with the former political police body of PC leader Dan Voiculescu and PSD Senator Razvan Theodorescu.

The CNSAS Board yesterday also offered explanations with respect to 29 politician files, recently submitted to CNSAS after being declassified under a decision by the Supreme Country Defence Council.

The CNSAS Board decided to turn down Conservative leader Dan Voiculescu’s appeal against a previous decision of the institution, according to which the politician was involved in political policing activities. 

Therefore, Voiculescu did carry out political policing activities, the CNSAS Board decided yesterday. CNSAS spokesman Cazimir Ionescu explained that there were three votes against the appeal, three in favour and three abstentions. The decision was taken, as required by the law in case of perfect draw, in keeping with Board president Claudiu Secasiu’s vote, Ionescu added.

However, the decision concerning PC president Dan Voiculescu’s relationship with the former political police is not final, although CNSAS has passed its conclusive verdict. 

Voiculescu, who is also a Senator, may - and will, according to his attorney Sergiu Andon - challenge the decision with the Court of Appeals. 

Within 30 days since the CNSAS decision was published, PC representatives will notify the Court of Appeals, Sergiu Andon said, claiming that the CNSAS decision was politically driven.

Peter Eckstein Kovacs, chair of the Senate’s Legal Committee, believes that if the Court passes a final ruling against Dan Voiculescu, the Prosecutor’s Office will have to initiate criminal investigations into Voiculescu for untruthful statements. Like all candidates in parliamentary elections, Voiculescu signed a statement concerning his cooperation with the former political police, in which he stated he did not collaborate with former Securitate.

Theodorescu is clean

Also yesterday, CNSAS decided through voting that PSD Senator Razvan Theodorescu did not collaborate with Securitate prior to 1989. PSD Senator Razvan Theodorescu had requested the institution, this mid-May, to check the information concerning him in the former Securitate archives, threatening that he would sue a central daily which quoted him as a Securitate collaborator. The Senator told a press conference that he also had an RNISS certificate, which granted him access to classified information.

A final decision was also made on judge Florica Bejinariu. She did not collaborate with Securitate, the Board decided, after the initial verdict had been against her. CNSAS spokesman Cazimir Ionescu offered ambiguous explanations as to the opposing verdicts passed by CNSAS on the Bejinariu case. He said the CNSAS answer to her appeal took into account the fact that there have been clear cases of people who collaborated with Securitate, signed agreements with it and were even paid, but nonetheless were not involved in political policing. Ionescu added that he did not necessarily refer to Florica Bejinariu.

Unconfirmed information

On the other hand, CNSAS did not confirm yesterday any of the lists of politicians who have collaborated with Securitate, as published by media over the past few days. Several politicians’ names, including Adrian Nastase (PSD), Bela Marko (UDMR), Attila Verestoy (UDMR), Laszlo Borbely (UDMR), Radu Berceanu (PD) or Nini Sapunaru (PNL) were included in the lists circulated by media. “We have received several requests today, some of the names quoted by media are not mentioned at all, and of the 29 files less than one third are on network members. The balance are surveillance files, and they do not prove that these politicians worked with Securitate in political policing actions, on the contrary some were Securitate victims,” Ionescu pointed out.

Mircea Dinescu, a member of the CNSAS Board, stated before the meeting that former PM Adrian Nastase had two surveillance files, and PNL Deputy Nini Sapunaru’s name, as well as Delegate Minister for Public Works Laszlo Borbely (UDMR), were not mentioned in any of the 29 files submitted to CNSAS.

Liberals’ partners not keen on being checked

PD executive president Adriean Videanu rated PNL’s requests to other parties to submit lists of their leaders’ names for CNSAS checks as aimed at gaining image capital. “To file hundreds of thousand applications at this time only means to block the CNSAS activity,” Videanu stated yesterday. In his opinion, the law is quite explicit and covers all categories of dignitaries whose background must be checked by CNSAS. In turn, the Conservatives are not willing to ask CNSAS to check party members. PC spokesman Bogdan Ciuca says that after the decision to declassify the files on all politicians, such a request would be an “image exercise.” (Adina Balan)

WINKLER: UDMR HAS REMOVED COLLABORATORS OF THE FORMER SECURITATE

Minister Delegate for Trade Iuliu Winkler told NewsIn on Monday that UDMR was the only political formation in Romania to have enforced point eight of the Decollation from Timisoara even before the provisions regarding the exposure of the connections of politicians with the former Securitate. ‘UDMR is the only political formation that ahs dismissed a minister and a MP from their positions, and they also renounced their terms in office, although they clarified their situation and, more than that, demonstrated in court that they had no links with the former Securitate as a political police’, said the minister. Winkler claims that, if every political party had created an internal gate-keeping system for all those promoted to a public political or administrative position, there wouldn’t have been all these general suspicions about the members of the political class.

PNL se da exemplu


Seful departamentului de comunicare al PNL, deputatul George Scutaru, nu a parut alarmat de pozitia democratilor. „Nu este vorba despre un exercitiu de imagine. PNL a vrut sa dea un exemplu. Depinde de fiecare partid daca vrea sau nu sa urmeze acest exemplu. Mai devreme sau mai tirziu, toti politicieni vor fi verificati. Noi vrem ca acest lucru sa se intimple mai repede“, a precizat Scutaru. El a mai mentionat ca liberalii chiar aveau obligatia sa aiba initiativa la CNSAS, deoarece „totul se incadreaza intr-un proiect politic amplu, initiat de noi, de reforma a clasei politice, si care a demarat cu modificarea Legii CNSAS“.


UDMR se da curat


Conservatorii sustin demersul PNL, dar nu vor trimite o delegatie la CNSAS. „Un gest similar cu cel al PNL ar fi desuet, nu dorim sa cadem in derizoriu“, a declarat purtatorul de cuvint, Bogdan Ciuca, acesta mentionind ca Birourile Permanente ale Parlamentului „ar trebui sa decida reformarea clasei politice si curatirea sectorului parlamentar“. Pozitia UDMR in aceasta problema este considerata ca fiind rezolvata, ministrul Iuliu Winkler precizind ieri ca Uniunea este singura formatiune politica care a aplicat punctul 8 din Proclamatia de la Timisoara si tot prima formatiune care „a retras un ministru si un parlamentar din functiile pe care le detineau“.


PD si-a facut planul la secretari de stat


Tot ieri, democratii au continuat ofensiva in ceea ce priveste restructurarea Cabinetului. Presedintele Emil Boc a declarat ca ministrii democrati au operat deja reducerea de 30% a secretarilor de stat si au trimis lista „neagra“ premierului Tăriceanu. Emil Boc considera ca procesul de restructurare trebuie sa continue atit la nivelul membrilor Cabinetului, cit si al agentiilor guvernamentale. „Solicitam Aliantei si Coalitiei sa continue restructurarea mai sus si mai jos de acest nivel, al secretarilor de stat“, a spus Boc, el adaugind ca reducerea secretarilor de stat reprezinta „doar o picatura intr-un pahar de apa“. Boc a pledat, din nou, pentru un Cabinet format din 15-17 ministri cu portofoliu, pentru renuntarea la vicepremieri si la ministri delegati, formula care nu e agreata de PNL.


PNL: Nu ne opunem restructurarii


Liberalul George Scutaru nu considera afirmatiile lui Boc privind continuarea restructurarii ca o fortare a miinii PNL. „Noi am fost si sintem de acord cu restructurarea. Acum trei luni, cind s-a pus problema in premiera, am aratat ca trebuie sa acordam prioritar atentie Raportului de tara. Pina spre sfirsitul toamnei va fi gata si restructurarea la agentii“, a spus Scutaru. In ceea ce priveste renuntarea la vicepremieri si la ministri delegati, Scutaru a precizat ca „PNL nu are astfel de functii la Guvern, problema urmind sa fie discutata in Coalitie“.

DEANS TO BE ALSO CHECKED BY CNSAS

The students from Romania and the National Education Federation (FEN) request the verification of several people within the education system, in order to see if they collaborated or not with the former political police of the communist regime.

The Students’ Union from Romania requested yesterday the College of the National Council for the Study of Securitate Archives (CNSAS) to verify the deans of all the state universities in order to see if they made or not political police. “We requested CNSAS to check the files of all the deans of state universities from Romania. Our application was received, registered and we were assured that our file will be treated with the due attention”, declared, when leaving CNSAS offices, George Paduraru, leader of the Union. He also said that the first file to be checked must be that of Ecaterina Andronescu, chairman of the National Council of Deans (CNR). In retort, Ecaterina Andronescu declared that the approach of the students is simply a form of “publicity” that they want for themselves.

According to Paduraru, through their request addressed to CNSAS, the students hope to clear the leadership of the university environment from Romania. “We appeal to all the professors with management positions from universities, who collaborated with the former political police, to have the dignity to make a step backward and leave the reins of the Romanian education to those who do not have such <>,” added Paduraru. The same declared that USR does not have any information about the collaboration with the former Securitate of any of the 55 deans of state universities from Romania, but considers the approach necessary in order “to remove any suspicion”.

Paduraru also stressed that USR will dispatch to CNSAS new lists of persons who hold management offices in the Romanian academic circles. “Then the deans from the private universities, the deputy deans from all the universities, and the chief of colleges will follow”, added Paduraru.

Concurrently with the list submitted by a delegation of students, the Union launched, in front of CNSAS offices, the campaign “YES to a clean Education!”

The school inspectors will also be checked

The National Education Federation (FEN) will also file today with CNSAS a list of persons that work in the education sector, in order to learn if they collaborated with the former Securitate. FEN decision comes after the campaigns launched by several organisations, with a view to exposing the persons who made political police prior to Revolution, informs a communiqué of the Federation. The lists forwarded by FEN to CNSAS include officers and dignitaries from the Ministry of Education and Research, as well as general and deputy school inspectors. “We want to know exactly with whom we collaborate. We have waited for this moment for 15 years. Hopefully, this campaign initiated by several organisations will have the expected results, and we shall eliminate from the system the persons who denounced their colleagues under communism”, declared Catalin Croitoru, chairman FEN. ‘WITHOUT PNL’S CONSENT, THERE WILL BE NO EARLY ELECTION’

Says PD Vice-President Radu Berceanu.

Democrat Vice-President Radu Berceanu is sceptical about the early elections, although two of the PSD leaders – Emil Boc and Vasile Blaga – were saying that it would happen in the spring. Berceanu stated that, without the consent of their partners in the Alliance, PNL, the snap election could not be done. ‘Unfortunately, PD alone cannot start early elections. If they (PNL – editorial note) say that they want to preserve this formula up to 2008, as they have repeatedly told us, we will do nothing because there is nothing we could do. We cannot simply do something to suddenly take us to early elections’, said Radu Berceanu in an interview granted to the ‘Evenimentul Zilei’. PD Vice-President does not believe that a new set of leaders for PNL would necessarily embrace the idea of the early elections, not even if the party was led by Theodor Stolojan. 

‘Even Stolojan, if he were to come, would have a team where decisions would be made by voting; the decision would then be sent to the MPs, who may say no to it’, says Berceanu. 

The Democrat Vice-President is for having early elections in October this year. ‘After the Monitoring report, with a shorter election campaign. Theoretically, it wouldn’t be bad at all to celebrate the National Day in December with some elections completed’, Radu Berceanu also said in the interview. 

He believes that, although the PSD and PRM leaders have said they were in favour of early elections, the members of Parliament of those parties will oppose the idea because they are afraid they may not be voted again, or that they may not be put on the lists of candidates again. Asked why relations between Traian Basescu and Calin Popescu Tariceanu had deteriorated, the PD leader said that ‘the reason for that coldness and even dispute was Mr. Tariceanu’s wish – not a personal wish, but rather formed by his entourage in the party – to be not only equal to but sometimes even above the other one. See? I am the head of PNL that is bigger than PD’. 

Berceanu said that he had been appointed minister of transport at the proposal of Emil Boc, Adriean Videanu and Vasile Blaga, that had been addressed on the BPN and then discussed with Tariceanu and Basescu. 

Asked to give a description of the premier, Radu Berceanu said that he is imperturbable. ‘Unfortunately, this slightly imperturbable feature also causes him trouble, because he is incapable of having those moments of decision and determination that, at his level, are necessary. He is like a willow tree – with advantages at some points in time: it moves, it bends, etc. There are advantages to that, but, on the other hand, I haven’t come across much furniture of parquet floors made of willow wood’, said Berceanu. "PRESEDINTE TICALOS" SAU "SISTEM TICALOSIT"?


Plecand sa ia lumina de la superlicuriciul american, presedintele Băsescu a anuntat ca cercuri de interese oculte doresc sa il schimbe pe seful statului in loc sa schimbe sistemul statului ticalosit. La doar o zi de la aceasta declaratie, monstroasa coalitie constituita din toate partidele parlamentare (cu exceptia PD care este insa doar o cutie de rezonanta a noului Cezar de la Cotroceni) a dat o "minilovitura de stat" invalidand deciziile luate de CSAT-ul prezidential si dejucand santajul "va dau sefii de servicii secrete pe care ii doriti daca imi dati legile serviciilor secrete pe care le doresc". Primul este acela ca Guvernul de gelatina al Premierului Tăriceanu se bucura de o solida sustinere parlamentara, in timp ce Presedintele de fier a pierdut, dupa sprijinul societatii civile (in primul rand militantii pentru drepturile omului, intelectualii, oamenii de afaceri si in mare masura, sindicatele), si pe acela al clasei politice de la dreapta la stanga. Caracterul aparent spontan al acestei coalitii aparent imposibila se explica prin aceea ca abuzurile prezidentiale permanente si generalizate au facut orice forma de rezistenta asteptata si orice alianta trans-partizana naturala. Este greu de crezut ca puterea judecatoreasca are vreo simpatie pentru domnul Băsescu. Ramane de vazut doar cum se vor pozitiona institutiile de forta (mai ales serviciile de informatii) pe care presedintele parea a se fi bazat, dar pe care le arunca in aventuri neconstitutionale de natura a le pune, la propriu, in pericol de moarte. Asa se va ajunge sa avem la Victoria si la Cotroceni un Papa si un anti-Papa, fiecare recunoscand alti cardinali. Romania se va afla intr-o criza institutionala circumscriind o instabilitate politica de tip constitutional, in mod normal interzisa mebrilor UE si NATO. De-abia admisa in aliantele euro-atlantice Romania risca descalificarea.


Al treilea mesaj este ca inclestarea politica damboviteana a ajuns in faza in care dialogul politic a facut loc abordarii de tip "lovitura-contralovitura". Daca nimeni nu va ceda - in ipoteza unui abandon parlamentar (respectiv guvernamental) riscul este instalarea autoritarismului - iesirea va fi, inevitabil, violenta. Atunci putin va conta daca invingator este "presedintele ticalos" sau "sistemul ticalosit"; tot dictatura vom avea.


In fine, se poate constata ca luptandu-se cu sistemul ticalosit, fara sa faca apel la mijloacele democratiei (pe termen scurt mai putin eficiente, dar pe termen lung mai sigure), presedintele a preluat trasaturile sistemului, devenind chiar parte a lui. De aceea, alternativa "Presedintele sau sistemul" a devenit falsa. Ambele trebuie schimbate. Mizand excesiv pe valoarea mandatului popular fara sa observe ca o democratie moderna nu poate fi si nu este plebiscitara, domnul Băsescu a epuizat resursa populara a autoritatii sale. Cea mai hulita institutie, Parlamentul, i-a spus celei mai populare personalitati a momentului, Traian Băsescu, ca nu da doi bani pe fumurile lui, trimitandu-l inapoi la Constitutie si la rolul sau subsidiar. Daca nu se va speria de propriul suscces Legislativul va reforma acum serviciile de informatii, CSAT-ul si institutiile de forta, lasand Presedintia ca o cochilie goala.


Nu conteaza cum a disparut Omar Hayssam. Important este ca nu a putut-o face fara colaborarea autoritatii, care fie este atat de corupta incat nu mai poate controla nimic - nici macar pe sine - fie are o agenda secreta total diferita de cea a poporului roman. In oricare din ipoteze presedintele este parte a acestui sistem si trebuie schimbat odata cu el. Ca actualele legi nu protejeaza siguranta nationala se vede cu ochiul liber. Iata de ce, odata cu reformarea cadrului normativ al securitatii nationale a Romaniei si in sensul acesteia, trebuie abolite si prerogativele constitutionale care permit unui sef de stat sa ofere unui popor pacalit doar alternativa inlocuirii unei ticalosii cu alta.

COMPETITION COUNCIL OKAYS BCR PRIVATISATION

The Council holds that the measures taken in Bancorex’s case did not work in BCR’s favour, but were reached to avert “systemic crisis”.

The Competition Council yesterday gave the green light to Erste Bank’s takeover of BCR (Banca Comerciala Romana), saying that the measures the Romanian state took in the case of Bancorex, the bankrupt bank whose loss-making loans were taken over by BCR in 1999, do not breach competition laws.

“In 1999, both the banking system and the economy faced some serious problems. At that point in time, the state took over the bad loans of Bancorex and BCR had to absorb the rest of the Bancorex operations, until its radiation from the Trade Registry. The Competition Council concludes that BCR did not stand to benefit from those measures, they being necessary to avoid a systemic crisis,” according to yesterday’s press release by the Council.

The Competition Council’s go-ahead is one of the key factors towards concluding the Romania’s biggest privatisation ever. 

The BCR privatisation process requires that three pre-conditions will have been fulfilled by September 21, when the process must be completed, according to law. They are as follows: passage by Parliament of the law approving the contractual clauses of that privatisation; the green light from the Competition Council over state subsidies; a privatisation resolution passed by the General Meeting of BCR Shareholders. The last two conditions have already been met.

The General Meeting of BCR Shareholders okayed August 4 the privatization, as well as changes in the bank’s statute, under an agreement with Erste Bank, and picked the representatives of the Austrian bank on the BCR Oversight Body.

In late July, Finance Minister Sebastian Vladescu announced that due to the law dragging its feet in Parliament, Government withdrew it and replaced it with an ordinance to be passed by Parliament in extraordinary session this summer. The ordinance stipulates that BCR is given the right to continue being supplied state assistance of up to EUR 1.875 bln (half of the amount of the EUR 3.75 bln privatisation contract) by December 31, 2013. According to Finance minister’s estimates, state subsidies yet to be recovered from BCR and the former Bancorex come to a total of EUR 900 M. Late last year, Erste Bank won a tender for the privatisation of BCR, paying EUR 3.75 bln for 61.88 pc of the BCR stock. (Serban Georgescu)

SERES DENIES BREACHING GAZPROM SECRET AGREEMENT

The Romanian minister of Economy and Trade said last week that Romania will import Russian gas this winter at 300 USD for 1,000 cube meters. Seres denied the data made public being secret, as incriminated by Russian daily Kommersant.

The Romanian minister of Economy and Trade, Codrut Seres, was the first European official that announced fresh tariff rises for the natural gas bought from Russian producer Gazprom, an alleged breach of the confidentiality of negotiations, as claimed by Saturday’s issue of the Russian daily Kommersant. Recently, in an interview to The Money Channel, the Romanian minister said that starting this winter, Romania will pay nearly 300 USD per 1,000 cubic metres of gas, from 285 USD as it does now. The Russian daily charged not only that Seres unveiled a confidential element of negotiations, the price namely, but also that the Romanian minister indicated the moment when the tariff will reach the level of 300 USD.

Minister Seres refuted the Kommersant accusations, saying the contract has no secret stipulations. “The contract does not include fixed prices. For the fourth quarter, the prices are set in late September. We have no confidentiality contract closed with Gazprom, and the commercial contract includes the formula used to calculate the import price of gas. Moreover, the Romanian state does not have a direct import gas deal with Russian company Gazprom. 

The contracts are closed with suppliers Wintershall and Imex Oil Limited, Seres was quoted in daily “Gandul”. In the Economy minister’s view, the rise in the tariffs of natural gas was expected anyway, given the oil price has exceeded its all-time high this year – as the price of oil and natural gas influence each other.

Transelectrica listing postponed 

The listing of Transelectrica shares on the Bucharest Stock Exchange (BVB) has been postponed by approximately two weeks, until the second half of August, although the initially estimated deadline and wanted by the company expired yesterday. The Director of the Directorate for Capital Markets within Transelectrica, Razvan Purdila, explained the postponement by the fact that the General Assembly of Shareholders (AGA) that as supposed to approve the increase of capital, had been delayed. ‘Last week, AGA approved the capital increase and next week we shall register the operation with the Trade Register’, explained the company official, quoted by Mediafax. Moreover, Purdila also proposed a new term for the listing – August 17 – 20. Transelectrica has put on the market, through primary initial public offering over seven million shares for RON 16,8/share, at the middle of June. The offering closed on the 28th of June with a total value of RON 123,14M. The main shareholder in Transelectrica is the Ministry of Economy and Trade (72 per cent), the rest being held by the Proprietatea Fund (13,5 per cent) and more than 4,800 investors. (Albert Ionescu)

ROMANIA’S CHAMBER OF COMMERCE AND INDUSTRY CARRIES ON ACTIVITY

President Victor Babiuc says that the break-off of the 26 “mutineers” is not due to affect the good operation of the organisation.

 “Romania’s Chamber of Commerce and Industry will continue its activity as usual, the decision by the 26 local chambers to branch off not bearing great significance, as they are small chambers, both in regards with the number of members and their revenues,” said the CCIR president, Victor Babiuc (Photo), who holds that among the chambers separated there are branches which, save for Brasov and Bacau, are absolutely insignificant at county level, as some of them account not even to 3 per cent of the number of local investors, and others not even reach earnings equal to 1 bln RON. “The 26 chamber do not even come up to 10 per cent of the CCIR members. Save for Brasov and Bacau, at issue are small chambers, with poor results and insignificant revenues, which split without even being convinced what they do is good and are most likely to return,” said the president of the Bucharest Chamber of Commerce and Industry, Stefan Popa.

At the General Assembly of Romania’s Chambers of Commerce and Industry August 3, a number of 26 of the 42 territorial chamber members of CCIR left the session hall, on grounds its decisions are against the CCIR statute. The 26 announced they would create a secret chamber structure.

The current central leadership blames Mihail Vlasov, the president of the Iasi branch and CCIR vice president, for the situation created. “Mr. Vlasov’s wish is to forcefully take over the central leadership and begin dividing the asset fund. Mr. Vlasov, with several bodyguards, has recently entered the CCIR building which he tried to occupy by force, which speaks volumes of this man,’ Stefan Popa said in his turn. According to Popa, all throughout Vlasov’s mandate as CCIR vice president, he had no concrete activity to benefit the Chamber, his becoming president and taking control of the asset fund being his only concern. The Romexpo exhibiting pavilion is one of his main goals, where CCIR holds 35 per cent of the stock.

CCIR gives a month to all the local branches to get back on their decision and return to normal activity. Unless this happens by the deadline set, CCIR is to set up new branches, with different people picked by the central leadership. Speaking of the measures to be taken against Vlasov, Babiuc said he did not necessarily think of a punishment, at lest not during the next month, but Vlasov would eventually be dismissed as vice president for carrying out activities against the chamber system. “However, this is what our statute says, this is not a punishment imposed by me or anybody else,” Babiuc said. 

The next CCIR meeting is due in January next year, when the new statute of the organisation will be adopted. (Serban Georgescu)

THE RESTRUCTURING IN THE PROCESSING INDUSTRY BEGINS TO BEAR FRUIT ACCORDING TO APPLIED ECONOMY GROUP’S LATEST SURVEY

”The industrial confidence index calculated for the third quarter of this year has a positive value, thus the feeling of the market is positive, which is due chiefly to the growth of production. The coverage of the production with orders has also grown, and the stocks have slightly decreased”, reads a survey of the Applied Economy Group (GEA). The quarterly confidence index is comparable to that from the second quarter 2006, and higher than that from the third quarter 2005. ”Being the second quarter in a row with positive expectations, it seems that the forced restructuring of the processing industry has begun to bear fruit. However, this restructuring process was based and continues to be based on the cutting of the personnel costs”, also reads the document.

Thus, in regard to the number of employees, the circumstantial balance in the second quarter 2006 was -10 (very close to GEA prediction of -11.1), while the expectations remain negative in this direction for the third quarter (circumstantial balance -14.1). ”On another hand, the curtailing of the personnel as a type of restructuring is not surprising, in the conditions in which it is necessary to maintain the competitiveness on the background of the growth of other fixed costs. The hypothesis of introducing new technologies which save labour seems still a distant explanation”, comment GEA specialists. The results presented in the bulletin are based on the interpretation of the answers to GEA questionnaire, applied on a representative sample of industrial firms in the period July 10-24 this year. GEA is a not-for-profit research institute established in 2004.

MODIFICARILE CODULUI FISCAL OBSTRUCTIONEAZA O FIRMA DIN CINCI


Grupul de Economie Aplicata a dat publicitatii, ieri, Buletinul Industrial GEA, bazat pe un chestionar de conjunctura economica ce a fost aplicat unui esantion reprezentativ de firme din industria prelucratoare. Peste jumatate din firme au declarat ca volumul taxelor platite la stat a crescut atat fata de trimestrul precedent, cat si fata de perioada similara a anului trecut. Aceste rezultate confirma cresterea veniturilor bugetare pe seama extinderii fiscalitatii si dinamicii accentuate a consumului. Totusi, raspunsurile la intrebarile privind volumul taxelor platite nu se coreleaza semnificativ statistic nici cu evolutia volumului productiei, nici cu evolutia numarului de angajati.


Referitor la modificarile recent aprobate ale Codului Fiscal, doua treimi din respondenti considera ca acestea nu vor avea nici un impact asupra activitatii firmei pe care o conduc. Soldul conjunctural este insa negativ (-8,5). Practic, o firma din cinci considera ca modificarile la Codul Fiscal ii vor obstructiona activitatea.


Ancheta a mai relevat si faptul ca 73,3% din firme (practic, trei firme din patru) nu au aplicat pana acum la nici un fond de preaderare (PHARE, ISPA, SAPARD) si doar 25% din firme (practic, doar o firma din patru) se declara pregatite pentru a aplica la fondurile structurale.


Corelatia dintre raspunsurile la cele doua intrebari este foarte puternica, ceea ce inseamna ca doar firmele care mai au experienta unor aplicatii la fonduri europene se declara pregatite pentru fondurile structurale. Desi pana in prezent trei firme din patru nu au aplicat la fondurile de preaderare, totusi rata de succes in cazul firmelor care au aplicat este foarte mare, de 87%. Desi gradul de pregatire pentru accesarea fondurilor structurale este inca redus (25%), peste 40% din firme se gasesc in diferite faze pregatitoare, ceea ce poate creste in curand capacitatea de absorbtie. Buletinul a fost realizat de Liviu Voinea si Laura Simionescu, iar comentariile ii apartin profesorului Daniel Daianu.

NET AVERAGE SALARY GREW BY 0,2 PER CENT IN JUNE

Production growth and premiums sustained the increase.

The net average salary grew by 0,2 per cent in June from May, to RON 835, the National Institute for Statistics (INS) reported yesterday. According to the INS data, the gross average salary was RON 1,112 i9n the same month, standing for a real growth of 1,3 per cent. Compared to June 2005, the net average salary increased significantly by 15,7 per cent in nominal terms and by 8 per cent in real terms. 

The most important wage rises in June 2006 were reported in the radio, TV and telecommunications equipment industry (32,3 per cent), forestry, and related services, oil industry and related services, publishing, printing and recording industry, computing and office equipment industry, post and courier (by over 5 per cent). 

According to the specialists from INS, the reported wage increase was based on better production and payment of annual premiums or from the net profit. On the other hand, the economic sectors with the most important decrease of the net average salary in June were financial intermediation (18,6 per cent) ad the metallurgical industry (9,4 per cent). The descending trend of the net salary in those two sectors is explained by the INS by the premiums paid in the previous month or by a smaller production. (Matei Harnagea)

Numai in cazul privatizarii ARO, prejudiciul cauzat statului se ridica la peste 800 de miliarde de lei vechi (peste 22 de milioane de euro - n.r.), sustin politistii care au finalizat primele investigatii in aceasta cauza. Astfel, in 2003, in cursul procesului de privatizare a societatii ARO, subordonatii lui Musetescu ar fi luat in calcul valoarea din 1994 a activelor incluse in patrimoniul firmei.


Si asta, in conditiile in care erau obligati de lege sa actualizeze valoarea acestor active. In acest fel, negocierile cu "investitorul strategic", firma Cross Lander USA Inc., au pornit de la un pret cu 800 de miliarde de lei mai mic.


Pe de alta parte, Ovidiu Musetescu este acuzat ca ar fi "ajutat" la prejudicierea societatii Roman Brasov cu aproximativ sase milioane de dolari, in derularea unui contract de vanzare-cumparare a unor utilaje, incheiat intre firma brasoveana si Dacia Pitesti.


Practic, utilajele vandute de Roman Brasov catre Dacia ar fi fost evaluate de APAPS la numai 100.000 de dolari, in conditiile in care valoarea reala a acestora era de peste sase milioane de dolari. (Raluca Dan)

Firmele internationale de consultanta au primit pentru privatizarile din Romania un comision de succes in valoare de 125 de milioane de euro, cu toate ca mai putin privatizarea BCR, toate celelalte au fost niste rateuri rasunatoare. Consultanta la privatizare poate fi si o smecherie prin care se acopera o privatizare rezolvata dinainte, sustine fostul presedinte al BRD, Bogdan Baltazar

In ultimii ani, statul roman a vandut catre diversi investitori straini bănci, companii petroliere, firme de distributii de gaze, companii de electricitate, combinate chimice, fabrici farmaceutice. Pentru acest proces, statul a angajat consultanti interna- tionali care sa-l asiste in procesul de privatizare. In schimbul presta- tiei lor, consultantii primesc un onorariu fix, la care se adauga un onorariu de succes, calculat ca procent din valoarea tranzactiei. In cazul contractelor de consultanta, comisionul de succes s-a situat in jurul valorii de 1,5 la suta din valoarea tranzac- tiei. Comisionul de succes a fost incasat si in cazul privatizarilor Rom- Telecom si Petrom, de exemplu. Cat de mult succes au avut atunci, se vede acum, cand si un student la ASE in anul I intelege ca aceste companii au fost date pe nimic.


Cel putin 125 milioane de euro


Pana in 2003 inclusiv, APAPS (actuala AVAS) si institutia pe care a mostenit-o, FPS, obtinusera din privatizare 2,8 miliarde de dolari. In 2004, AVAS a obtinut din privatizare aproape 41 de milioane de dolari, la cursul mediu de anul trecut. Deci, cu totul, aproape 2,85 miliarde de dolari. La acestea se adauga sumele obtinute de stat din vanzarea Petrom, 670 de milioane de euro, inca 365 de milioane de euro din vanzarea celor doua Distrigaz si a doua sucursale Electrica. Am ajuns la 3,75 miliarde de dolari. La acesti bani se mai adauga inca 3,75 miliarde de euro pe BCR, alte 820 milioane euro pe Electrica Muntenia. In total, din privatizare, s-au incasat circa 8 miliarde de euro. La un comision de succes de 1,5 la suta, rezulta ca firmele de consultanta au incasat cel putin 125 milioane de euro. Sunt destule voci care cred ca o comisie formata din specialisti BNR ar fi putut sa ofere consultatii de aceeasi calitate, dar mult mai ieftin.


JP Morgan a luat caimacul


JP Morgan a fost consultantul statului la privatizarea BCR, considerata cea mai importanta afacere de acest gen. La pretul de 3,75 miliarde euro la cat a fost evaluata banca, JP Morgan a primit 56,25 milioane de euro. O suma frumusica, trebuie sa recunoastem. Intrebarea este daca se putea obtine acelasi pret, si fara ca JP Morgan sa-si dea cu parerea. La cea mai mare privatizare din sectorul energetic, Petrom, consultant a fost Credit Suisse, un alt gigant in domeniu. Valoarea totala a tranzactiei a ajuns la 1,5 miliarde de euro. Pentru asta Credit Suisse First Boston, a incasat un comision de succes de 22,5 milioane de euro. Tot Credit Suisse a condus consortiul ce a a asistat statul si la vanzarea Distrigaz Nord si Sud. Aceste firme au fost cumparate de E.On Ruhrgas si de Gaz de France pentru 303, respectiv, 311 milioane de euro. Credit Suisse a incasat 9,2 milioane de euro. Statul mai detine la RomTelecom 45,99 la suta din actiunile operatorului de telefonie fixa. Acest pachet de actiuni va fi plasat la BVB si pe o bursa internationala va fi stabilit conform propunerilor consultantului, care este Credit Suisse, pentru un comision de 1,22 la suta.


Price WaterhouseCoopers


Cea mai mare tranzactie de vanzare a unei distributii de electricitate a fost cea prin care Enel a cumparat Electrica Muntenia Sud, pentru care a platit 820 de milioane de euro. Consultantul a fost Price WaterhouseCoopers care a primit 12,3 milioane de euro. La privatizarea companiilor Electrica Oltenia si Moldova, consultantul a fost un consortiu format din Bank of America Securities si Central Europe Trust Limited. Companiile de electricitate au fost vandute cehilor de la CEZ si germanilor de la E.On pentru 151, respectiv 100 de milioane de euro. Consultantul a incasat 3,7 milioane de euro. Nu trebuie trecut cu vederea faptul ca primele doua filiale Electrica privatizate, Banat si Dobrogea, au fost cele mai ieftine. Enel le-a cumparat pentru doar 112 milioane de euro. Consultantul la privatizare, BNP Paribas, a primit un onorariu de succes de 1,7 milioane de euro.

CONSULTARILE PUBLICE ALE GABRIEL RESOURCES STARNESC NEMULTUMIRI


Modul cum s-au desfasurat, pana la aceasta data, consultarile publice organizate de Rosia Montana Gold Corporation (RMGC) - titularul proiectului de exploatare auro-argintifera de la Rosia Montana - pentru raportul de evaluare a impactului asupra mediului (EIM) au starnit atat nemultumirea localnicilor, cat si a unor ONG. "Pentru oricine care a luat parte la dezbateri este evident ca acestea nu sunt folosite pentru informarea publicului in ce priveste impactul si riscurile proiectului minier, ci reprezinta o parada propagandistica a RMGC", se arata intr-o scrisoare deschisa adresata ministrului Mediului si Gospodaririi Apelor, Sulfina Barbu, si ministrului Integrării Europene, Anca Boagiu. Semnatarii scrisorii - organizatii non-guvernamentale, printre care Asociatia Alburnus Maior, Greenpeace CEE, Centrul Independent pentru Dezvoltarea Resurselor de Mediu, Fundatia Culturala Extra Art, Asociatia Sighisoara Durabila, Liga Pro Europa, Asociatia Valea Soarelui, Asociatia de Mediu Rhododendron, precum si persoane individuale, "parti interesate pentru procedura EIM", care au urmarit evolutiile consultarilor publice organizate de catre RMGC, in special cele din Rosia Montana, Campeni, Abrud si Alba-Iulia, semnaleaza faptul ca, in unele locuri raportul a fost inaccesibil, in alte locuri documentatia era disponibila numai pana la ora 16.30, fiind asadar imposibil pentru oamenii care lucreaza sa consulte raportul". Pe de alta parte, "documentatia este imposibil de accesat in biblioteci pentru simplul motiv ca sunt inchise pe perioada vacantei in lunile iulie si august". Aceste constatari ii determina pe semnatarii scrisorii sa afirme ca, "accesul publicului la informatie a fost incalcat inca de la inceputul consultarilor publice".


Protestatarii mai arata ca ministerul de resort "a acceptat planul de consultari publice al titularului proiectului fara sa consulte partile interesate in privinta unor chestiuni vitale cum ar fi alegerea localitatilor in care au avut sau urmeaza sa aiba loc dezbaterile, precizand ca din punct de vedere geografic si al ariei de impact al proiectului, orase precum Zlatna, Brad si Deva sunt irelevante".


"Cu toate acestea, intelegem foarte bine de ce au fost alese de catre RMGC; sunt orase miniere unde promisiuni de locuri de munca in minerit au ecouri populiste", continua semnatarii scrisorii deschise. In plus, moderatorii - "doua persoane alese de catre RMGC si Minister pentru conducerea dezbaterilor"- sunt "asociati cu proiectul minier", se mai precizeaza in documentul amintit. Iata cum prezinta, printre altele, semnatarii scrisorii deschise atmosfera dezbaterilor: "Compania a angajat pentru doua luni o armata de oameni, in majoritatea lor tineri, pe care ii imbraca in tricouri purtand sigla Gabriel si care aplauda si huiduie cand li se cere si in functie de cine vorbeste la microfon. Salile sunt inundate de materiale promotionale, mai ales bannere de dimensiuni apreciabile. Mai mult decat atat, pentru a participa la consultari, oamenilor li se cere de catre angajati ai RMGC sa isi declare numele si datele de buletin pe o lista" aceste aspecte blocandu-i pe oameni in a se angaja intr-un dialog deschis in privinta problemelor care ii ingrijoreaza.


De cele mai multe ori, se mai arata in scrisoare, raspunsul companiei, in cazul in care un reprezentat al unei asociatiii non-guvernamentale intreaba ceva referitor la urmarile proiectului, etc., raspunsul companiei consta intr-un atac personal la adresa unuia dintre aceste ONG".


Autorii protestului adauga ca se simt ofensati de faptul ca autoritatile pretind ca pana acum consultarile au decurs constructiv si democratic. "Sunt mai degraba reminiscente ale unor timpuri pe care le credeam de mult trecute. Avand in vedere afirmatia doamnei Boagiu ca partenerii europeni sunt satisfacuti de calitatea consultarilor publice, ne permitem sa trimitem o copie oficiala a acestei scrisori catre mai multe institutii europene", incheie autorii scrisorii deschise.

SIBIU MIGHT ENTER ON THE UNESCO WORLD HERITAGE LIST

A commission from the International Council on Monuments and Sites (ICOMOS) is due to Romania in August 28-30 to look into the possibility of including the City of Sibiu on the list of UNESCO monuments. 

‘ICOMOS will look at the preparedness of Sibiu to be put on the UNESCO World Heritage List. The UNESCO experts will come to Romania on the 28th of August, and will remain here for three days. That will be the firsts serious assessment by a UNESCO body in Sibiu, after our application last year to have the old centre of the city put on their list’, Sergiu Nistor, Commissioner of the Sibiu - European Capital of Culture 2007 Programme, told Mediafax. Last year Romania proposed that Sibiu should be included on the UNESCO World Heritage. At the time, the MCC officials were saying that Sibiu would need extra preparations in order to become a site of international interest, apart from the fact that, in 2007, it would have been the European capital of culture. 

UNESCO started its evaluation procedures in February 2006 and, in 2007, will announce if Sibiu will or will not be on the World Heritage list. ICOMOS is the UNESCO expert organisation in the area of historic monuments, the role of which was defined in the World Cultural Heritage Convention of 1972. 

The UNESCO World Heritage list currently includes seven Romanian sites: The Danube Delta, the fortified villages and churches in Transilvania, the Horezu Monastery, the churches in the North of Moldavia, the Dacian cities of Orastie, the wooden churches in Maramures and the historic centre of Sighisoara.
